“We’ve worked closely with East Marshall High School,” explained Jim Gruening, Mechdyne vice president of 
operations. “We provided a virtual reality table (used by the Mayo Clinic), and they’ve been able to take that 
technology and put a program in place for high school students to get their feet wet with 3D and virtual 
prototyping.”
